We hope to have the high school coaching
staff assistance with these evaluations.

7™ Grade Players\Parents:

Based the number of 7" grade players and on parent feedback from an e-mail survey in late February, it was decided
player evaluations would be used to place players on two different teams based on skills. The 7" grade players will be
separated into a Pony and Teener team. The Teener League team will be composed of players from Deerfield. An
additional Pony League team will also be formed consisting of both Deerfield and Marshall players. Marshall has a Pony
size field so most practices and all of the Pony home games will be played in Marshall. This decision was ultimately
made in an attempt to maximize the potential development of the 7" grade students who will be participating It is
anticipated that both the Teener and Pony teams will have a similar number of players.

Parents who think their child would benefit from playing in the Pony League which has a medium size field rather than
the full size Teener League field should contact Tom Bush prior to player evaluation.
