v' If behavior is repeated or severe behavior, it will be havdled throngh a

three-step process of:
o first occurrence- behavior report and talk to parent at pick up
o second occurrence- second behavior report, pick up & a week suspeusion
o third occurrence- Pick up immediately and not allowed back +o camp for
the remainder of the summer
